Guest workers, foreigners, punks and dirt? In the 1960s and 1970s, Kreuzberg was always perceived as a marginalised district for the forgotten and outsiders of society. Today, the district looks very different. Although many still
see Kreuzberg as the symbol of a multicultural Germany, a lot has happened in the borough in recent decades due to gentrification and ongoing debates about integration and migration.
