Learning a language is always about engaging with the community and getting a true sense of what that language represents to locals, and how they interact on a daily basis. That's why we chose for our course the Levantine
dialect, one of the six main varieties of colloquial Arabic spoken across the Arab world, as it is the main vernacular spoken in Syria, Lebanon, Palestine and Jordan. Compared to the Modern Standard Arabic (MSA), used more
formally, Levantine dialect is easier to pronounce and understand, widely spoken, and more accessible, being adopted by most of the art and cultural movements in the Arab world.

Who is this course for?

This course is ideal for students who have completed Level B1 or have a strong intermediate proficiency in Arabic and wish to engage in deeper, more nuanced discussions about travel, identity, and culture — all while continuing
to build confidence and fluency in Levantine Arabic.
